Sermon Notes continued from other side…

1) In Rev. 3:14-22, Christ addresses the church in Laodicea 
which has been diagnosed with the spiritual condition of 
“lukewarm”.  What is it to be lukewarm and what are some of 
the signs or symptoms of becoming lukewarm?  Why is Christ 
threatening to “spit them out of his mouth?” 

2)  What does it mean to be “zealous”?  What is the difference 
between being “zealous” for someone and “jealous” of 
someone?  

3) When we become lukewarm, we lose our desire for God as 
well as our effectiveness as Christians.  Read Matt. 5:13-16 
and compare the results with that of Rev. 3:16.  Why do you 
think God purges lukewarm/salt-less Christians? (why is it so 
personal to God?)

4) What happens to our view of the cross when we are no 
longer zealous for Him but rather put our eyes on other things 
(Idolatry)?  What is the danger in becoming apathetic and 
losing perspective of our sinfulness and the radical grace of 
God?

5) Why does Christ say in verse 18: “…buy from me…”? What 
happens when we open the door to His love and invite Jesus 
into an intimate fellowship?  In view of the highest price that 
Jesus paid at the cross, it should devastate us to the point of 
becoming zealous for Him.  May we not be lukewarm, but 
rather on fire for God!
